Fairfield County forms the southeastern portion of the Greater Columbus area. The 
growth of Columbus suburbs into northwestern portion of the county has been a major 
cause of county population growth between 1990 and today. Lancaster, with a 
population of over 42,000 is Fairfield County's seat and largest city. It is the second 
fastest growing  medium-sized city in Ohio.  Pickerington, in the northwestern part of 
the county, is the fastest growing city in the state.  Overall, Fairfield County is the third 
fastest growing county in Ohio, and nearly 82,000 people are expected to move into the 
county by 2030.  Currently, approximately 29% of the county has an average 
household income of $75,000 or more. 

Much of the county's industrial and office development is along US Route 33.  The 
county's economic  base is supported by one of the area's larger concentrations of 
manufacturing.  Recently, the area has attracted over $100 million in new investment 
and created or retained over 5000 jobs. 

Lancaster was recently featured in the book The 100 Best Small Arts Town in America,
due both to an active fine arts community and to the annual Lancaster Festival, 12 days 
of classical and contemporary music, jazz, dance and art exhibits drawing musicians 
and artists from Ohio and around the world each summer.  

The city is also home to a branch of Ohio University.

PROPERTY DESCRIPTION

River Valley Mall is the only enclosed regional mall within a 20-mile radius of Lancaster, a steadily growing commuter town near Columbus, Ohio. 

This property has become the town center, establishing strong brand loyalty with an impressive mix of retailers including Aéropostale, American 

Eagle Outfitters, C.J. Banks, Christopher & Banks, Gymboree, Old Navy, and Victoria’s Secret. The mall is anchored by Elder-Beerman, JCPenney, Sears, 

and Regal Cinema. Once considered very rural, Lancaster is quickly becoming part of the Columbus greater metropolitan area. New housing starts are 

abundant and are projected to increase, outpacing national trends for household and population growth.

TRADE/MARKET AREA

Fairfield County forms the southeastern portion of the Greater 

Columbus area. Over the past 15 years, population in this county has 

grown by nearly one-third, primarily due to the growth of Columbus 

suburbs. According to the U.S. Census Bureau, Fairfield County is the 

third fastest-growing county in the state. It also has the second 

fastest-growing medium- to large-sized city (Lancaster) and the 

fastest-growing city (Pickerington), located just 20 miles northwest of 

Lancaster. Growth is projected for population, households, and 

average household income through 2010. Lancaster, the county seat, 

boasts 1,500 acres of new industrial real estate and a revitalized down-

town, which have poised it for tremendous economic prosperity.
